Why Does God Enter 
Covenants? 

Ø He did not need to reveal His Will 
Ø His Character is Enough 
Ø His Word is Sufficient 
Ø He does not need to make Covenants 
Ø Unique significance of History

Gen 22:15-18 
Ø Last test of Faith 
Ø Sacrifice of Isaac (22:9-14) -  only son 
Ø Resurrection faith -   Heb 11:19 
Ø Angel of Lord -    probably Christ 
Ø ~40 years after promise 
Ø Infinitive absolutes -     blessing & multiply 
Ø Before Sarah’s death (23:1-2) -  

 more than 60 years after promise 



6:15  And so, having patiently 
 waited, he obtained the promise.   



WAITING 
Ø For Descendants 

 25 years for Isaac 
 60 years for Jacob 

Ø For Land -  still waiting 
Ø How long can we wait?
