TYPES of EVIL

HOLY 
Ø Description -  Totally separate from 

 evil in His person & dealings with men 
 & includes His absolute righteousness 
 measured against Himself as an absolute 
 standard, moral perfection, separation 
 from all that is common or unclean 

Ø Isa 6:3  ... “Holy, Holy, Holy, is the Lord 
  of hosts, The whole earth is full of 
  His glory.”

 anything consistent with His nature 
 potential & actual with no effort 

Ø Ps 62:11  Once God has spoken; Twice I 
   have heard this: That power  
   belongs to God;  

 Ps 115:3 But our God is in the heavens;  
  He does whatever He pleases.
